1. INTRODUCTION. This document deals with procedures to be employeithg the

traffic arriving and departing the event in whatiicbpotentially become an area of intense aerial
activity. They should also cut radio transmissitma safe minimum, enabling pilots to concentrate
on flying and lookout. It should also lessen th8®Iworkload enabling them to concentrate on
maintaining safe activity on the ground and indire

1.2 DESCRIPTION. On Sat8, and Sun 6 September 2008ywell Aerodrome will host
the Sywell Revival Rally. The AFISU will be mannpbviding a modified Basic Service for
arrivals and departures on 122.700 from;

Fri 4" Sep 0800 to 1700 UTC (0900 to 1800 BST) NormalS\Frkules apply
Sat 3' Sep 0730 to 1730 UTC (0830 to 1830 BST)

Sun @ Sep  0730to 1730 UTC (0830 to 1830 BST)

Mon 7" Sep  AFISU Unmanned

Any movements outside these hours will be sube&ywell Aerodrome’s out of hours procedures,
a permit of which is available from Sywell AFIS, @4 644917 osywellfis@btconnect.com

2. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS.

2.1  The following procedures have been devised in tamadt to ensure primarily the safety of
participants and also some form of orderly flowraffic, both in the air and on the ground.
However, the pilot-in-command remains responsibkldaimes both in the air and on the ground
operating under safe practice iaw the privilegekigther licence. Visitors should read these
procedures carefully and study in detail beforeadiejpe from their home airfield. Sywell
Aerodrome and its employees accept no liability tsbaver for any damage injury, incident or
accident whilst following these procedures, nordoy legal action resulting from doing so. These
procedures will be in force during the AFISU hoomantioned in para 1.2, outside these times
standard Sywell operations iaw the Aerodrome Mamiidbpply.

2.2 FUEL. A refueller will be available at all times to as$sisthe refuelling process.
AVGAS/MOGAS (available H24) can be paid for by dtexhrd on a self help basis, or by
cash/cheque during AFISU hours. JETAL (availablenduAFISU hours) is payable by any
method. It is suggested that any aircraft refuehwival rather than have to taxy against the strea
during the departure phase. After landing displayR to notify marshallers. No refuelling of
aircraft by cans in the parking area is permitted.
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2.3 CUSTOMS, IMMIGRATION, SPECIAL BRANCH. Aircraft arriving from/to an
airport outside the EU will need to give at leastodirs notice by completion of a General Aviation
Report faxed to Sywell AFISU on 01604 499210. Aafcrequiring Customs etc will be handled by
staff in the Control Tower.

2.4  CAMPING. Campingis permitted next to aircraft. Aircraft véung this should display a
“C” to be directed to the camping parking area. &hkghts, cooking, and smoking is NOT
permitted in the aircraft parking areas. Theretaeshowers and toilets available in the Jetstream
hangar.

2.5 DISABLED PERSONS. Disabled persons requiring special handling shdigdlay a
large letter D on a piece of paper to marshallersg taxying in order to gain assistance after
parking. They will be parked on the new apron e&ghe tower.

2.6 RFFS.The aerodrome will not be available to aircraftuieigg the use of a LICENSED
Aerodrome during the event although it will be caeeby enhanced CAT 1 RFFS (2 x Cat 1
Landrovers.

2.7 RUNWAYS. ltis anticipated that the new hard runway 03L/2iliRbe available for this
event. Should this not be the case the fact wiN@E AM'd. These procedures are based on both
runways being available, should the grass runwéy loeavailable then the procedures at
Appendix G and H should be followed. Assuming thierfer, runways available for both arrival

and departure will be 03L/21R Hard (1000m) and @3R/Grass (671M). They are parallel

runways and are 104 mtrs from centreline to cangeFor this unlicensed event they may be used
as parallel runways for landing, with caution. Deypaes, however, will see them treated as one, i.e.
no parallel departures. For the duration of thenewenways 05/23 and 15/33 will be closed.

2.8 NOISE ABATEMENT. Sywell is a very noise sensitive area, avoid oigiflof local
villages, particularly Draughton, Little and Gré#drrowden, Hardwick, Hannington, Holcot,
Walgrave, Mears Ashby and where possible avoichthge impact on Overstone and Sywell. (See
Appendix G)

2.9 IFR/VFR.  All flights should be conducted under Visual Flightles. There will be no
IFR arrivals or departures.

2.10 LANDING FEES. Landing fees for all will be £10 payable at thel kiesk, which
includes entrance for all occupants. Wrist bandstien be issued to prove payment and are
essential for airside access.

2.11 WEATHER. There are no official Met observations at Sywebwiver there is a link from
the Davis Weather Monitor to the Sywell Aerodromebaite which provides a calculated
cloudbase, surface wind, outside air temperatwee, gbint, humidity, and local QNH and QFE.
This is updated every 5 mins and can be seétt@t/www.sywellaerodrome.co.uk/An idea of

the active runway can be ascertained from the wirettion but should be confirmed as per the
procedures herein. Sywell Information will regualiroadcast active runway and QFE for arrivals
on 122.700, no acknowledgment is required. Nedig&Bts available on The Met Office website
are Birmingham, Coventry, Cranfield and Witterigi(only). Aerodrome status can be found

2.12 RUNWAY CHANGES. A runway change will be broadcast on 122.700. Aiftcthat
have left Pitsford may continue to land on the rapwotified prior to the proposed change. Other
aircraft are to hold at Pitsford and wait the “R@ywChange Complete” call.
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2.13 AIR/GROUND MOVEMENTS. Maintain the best possible lookout in the air and o
the ground at all times as both environments vélpbtentially very busy. The general public will
have guided tours around the parking areas andnotalye familiar with the associated dangers.
Start up and taxy with great care as the public n@tybe aware of rotating propellers and may not
hear you approaching due to ambient noise. Autagyrost only run rotors when clear of the
parking area. Marshallers wearing orange vestswiln abundance airside to help provide a safe
environment. Tour guides will wear yellow vests.

2.14 BOOKING IN. The Sywell Aerodrome website will host a bookingpage. This is

not a strict or rigid system but will give pilotsatification of how many aircraft have booked in
for a certain 15 min window. This is aimed at tirgga steady flow of traffic, a pilot may wish to
choose a quieter time if it is seen that a paricperiod is extremely busy. Bookings can be made
atwww.sywellaerodrome.co.ukookings.phpAfter landing pilots are then required to boolain

the Fuel Kiosk and pay a landing fee.

2.15 TRA. A Temporary Restricted Area will be in force 4nradlius Sywell ARP up to
3500'agl.

2.16 FLYING DISPLAY. There will be no flying display during this event.

2.17 SYWELL RESIDENT UNITS/AIRCRAFT. There will be no flying training or
circuits permitted during this event as the aerodravill not be available under licensed conditions
on Saturday and Sunday. Given the potential femis¢ aerial activity local flying is to be
discouraged, for those intent on doing so the ghaxes in this document apply with no exceptions.

2.18 FLIGHT PLANNING. Flight plans can be filed in the Control Tower.

2.19 PUBLIC ACCESS. Public access will be via guided tours organisedhieyMilton Keynes
Aviation Society who are providing Marshallers the event. Tour guides will have yellow vests,
Marshallers orange vests.

3 AERODROME BASIC SERVICE

3.1 A modified licensed Basic Service callsigBywell Information” will be in

operation orl22.700 Mhzduring the times stated para 1.2.Any movements outside the above
operating hours are PPR and subject to Sywell'osbbburs procedures and should make blind
radio calls to “Sywell Traffic’ on 122.700 Mhz. FoEISO’s will be on duty each day, two FISO’s
will man the VCR, one on the radio, and the sea@md safety FISO. Maximum time on console
will be one hour. A third FISO will be availablewnstairs in the restroom for Liaison, or
emergencies. No flight progress strips will be ysedotepad will be available for making notes
and a prepared movements sheet, based on the ganlsystem, used for recording arr and dep
times

3.2 CONTINGENCY PLANS. Should a power cut occur, there is no break batiewer to
enable operations to continue until a standby geaeis started. This will then provide power tb al
essential systems required to provide a full servidere is a Tower evacuation plan which, should
the need arise, involves a contingency box beikgrtdrom the tower on leaving. This box includes
hand held radios and altimeters which would be tis®d a vehicle, in this case, positioned at the
landing threshold.
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4 FIXED WING/MICROLIGHT ARRIVAL PROCEDURES

4.1 RADIO EQUIPPED. All radio equipped aircraft/microlights are to oiotéhe aerodrome
information from “Sywell Information” by monitorind22.700. They are then to proceed to the
assembly area VRP at Pitsford Reservoir (4 nms WaXI\®ywell) via the suggested VFR arrival
routes (See Appendix A) continuing to monitor 12®.Mhz. No radio calls are necessary for
[oining. When safe to do so, leave the assembly areayamdlihe astern from Pitsford Reservoir
not above 1500’ QFE to the A43 road. Maintain & sh$tance from the aircraft in front and fly a
constant speed with no overtaking or orbits pegeditince off the assembly area. The causeway
that splits the reservoir points directly towards airfield (track roughly 120 degrees). On reaghin
the A43, turn (left for runway 21, right for runw@g) to follow the A43 road onto a downwind leg
descending to 1000’ QFE. Avoid the villages of Hib)aNValgrave and Hanningtol.there are too
many aircraft leaving the VRP to form a safe wpieed stream, break off and head back to the
VRP. Do not fly straight in or shortened base Ipgraaches. After a base leg, when turning onto
finals aircraft can split to position for eitheethard or grass runways (03/21) and when number
one on finals for the chosen runway make the cadijor call necessary “Aircraft Type, registration,
finals runway (03 or 21) hard or grass”. Aircrasing the hard select landing lights on, those for
the grass maintain landing lights off. A wind cheak be transmitted by Sywell Information.
Pilotsmay not land with other aircraft on the runway.

Aircraft landing on 03R/21L (Grass) can expeditiguscate the runway to the east as soon as
speed is controlled. Those landing on O3L (Hard¥tnecontinue to abeam the upwind end of the
Grass 03R runway and vacate at taxiway Bravo, thos&lR must continue to the runway end and
vacate left onto taxiway Alpha. No crossing thessreunway is permitted unless advised by AFIS.
Aircraft crossing at the upwind end of grass rup@aR at B2 should do so expeditiously when
cleared by AFISU.

There is to be no orbiting on finals, if spacingnisorrect a go-around must be initiated. Any go-
arounds must climb on runway heading to 2000° QEED(Q’ QNH) before turning to return to
Pitsford and then repeat the inbound proceduttkelDuty FISO deems a situation unsafe, he may
suggest a go-around although ultimately it is thet®B responsibility under the terms of a Basic
Service. Sywell AFIS may also revert to standadiaaalls if a situation is deemed unsafe.

4.2  NON-RADIO. Non radio aircraft should either check the Sywedréddrome website or
telephone the Control Tower prior to departuresioeatain the active runway and QFE. On arrival
at Pitsford follow the stream of traffic inboundiagara 4.1, following the same landing
procedures as above but without the radio cathdfe is doubt about the runway in use, non-radio
aircraft may overfly the aerodrome not below 25QFE (3000’ QNH) to check the signal square
(southside in front of the Control Tower) beforeqeeding to Pitsford and then follow the
procedure above. Any go-arounds must climb on ryriveeaading to 2000" QFE (2500° QNH)
before turning to return to Pitsford and then reple@inbound procedure.
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4.3 RUNWAY BLOCKED. If a runway becomes unusable AFIS will broadcaseasage

to that effect and will include details includingtipated closure times. If both runways become
blocked all aircraft who have left Pitsford mustnihcontinue to the airfield and fly through at 1000
QFE before then returning to Pitsford and climb@sgnecessary once clear of the airfield. If both
runways are closed, in addition to the above ttpeadisquare will display the yellow cross on a red
background and the white landing direction “T” vial closed. Aircraft may hold in the local area
based on fuel state awaiting an “open” transmission re-opening the procedures in paras 4.1 and
4.2 will resume. If a diversion is necessary tharast airfields are the following;

4.4  RADIO FAILURE . Aircraft suffering a radio failure before obtaigiairfield details can
follow the procedure in para 4.2. If the radiodaifter obtaining airfield details follow the stand
arrival procedure in para 4.1 without the finaldioacall.

4.5 GO AROUND. If for whatever reason a go-arousdequired, maintain runway heading,
climb to 2000’ QFE (2500’ QNH) until clear of theauit area and when safe to do so return to
Pitsford VRP and repeat the arrivals procedure.

4.6 EMERGENCIES. If an emergency is experienced, make the standakid? MAYDAY
calls. AFIS will then ask all conflicting aircrafy break off their approaches, and hold off in the
local area. The emergency aircraft will be afforgeidrity and can either position for a straight in
approach or overhead join at the pilot’s discretiepending on the circumstances of the
emergency. Any aircraft seen to approach duringraergency will be deemed non-radio and can
expect a red lamp signal from the Tower. They rho#d to the east of the airfield until they see
aircraft joining again before following the joinipgyocedure at para 4.2.

4.7.1 PARKING (AIRCRAFT). Once aircraft vacate the runway they should théavio
marshaller’s instructions to park monitoring 1227Bilots remain responsible for their own wing
tip clearances and if any doubt exists, should dbutn and man-handle into slot. Display any
requirements for services in the cockpit to thstfinarshaller (F = Fuel, C = Camping, D =
Disabled.) Aircraft parking rows will allow suffient clearance for taxying. Marshallers will wear
orange vests.

4.7.2 PARKING (VEHICLES). All vehicles will be parked in the two fields eastthe
Wellingborough Rd accessible via a gate opposeeSywell Aviation Museum.

4.8 LOST AIRCRAFT. Any aircraft unsure of their position should calktDistress and
Diversion Cell at “London Centre” on 121.500 as 8{ias no homing facilities. If D & D
position a lost aircraft to the Sywell overhea@d{slmust not descend below 3000’ agl. Once the
airfield is in sight position to Pitsford Reservaind follow the inbound procedure at para 4.1
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5 HELICOPTER PROCEDURES

5.1 ARRIVALS. Helicopters inbounghould monitor 122.700 and route in to positiothat
north eastern airfield boundary low level, at 8QFE inside the ATZ, avoiding overflight of Mears
Ashby and Hardwick whilst keeping a lookout for gibe departing rotary traffic. A call should be
made to “Sywell Information” on 122.700, “Helicoptgpe, last two letters of the registration
finals eastern boundary”. AFIS will provide a wimgckto this call. Helicopters will be parked in
rows south of the windsock and landings can be rdadetly into parking position. Pilots must
ensure their own adequate rotor cleara@aition, there is a mound in this area used as sloping
ground for helicopter training.

5.2 DEPARTURES.Helicopter departuresill be direct from the parking area and out via th
eastern boundary low level, not below 800’ QFE lwar of the ATZ, keeping a good look out
other helicopters arriving. A call “Helicopter Tygdast two letters of the registration departing
eastern boundary” should be made to “Sywell Infdromd on 122.700 AFIS will respond to this
call with a windcheck. Depart to the east avoidimglocal villages of Hardwick and Mears Ashby,
once clear of the ATZ continue en route.

5.3  FUEL. Helicopters at the parking area requiring fuel sth@ontact AFIS via landline or
in person to obtain a briefing on how to proceethtopumps.

5.4  MODEL AIRCRAFT EVENT. There will be a model aircraft event at SP85769%hé
sports field east of Hardwick. Dispensation hasibgeen for models to fly above 400’ so this area
should be avoided.

6 FIXED WING/MICROLIGHT DEPARTURE PROCEDURES

6.1  Prior to engine start, pilots should monitor 128.7® obtain airfield details which will be
broadcast at regular intervals. Particular careilshibe taken when starting engines, monitor
122.700 Mhz and taxy with care between the parkedsdt rows. Turn onto the temporary coned
taxyway for either A2 hold (runway 03) or B2 holdifway 21) see Appendix E with caution as
parked aircraft may impede the pilots view of apgyiung aircraft already on the taxiway. Taxying
to the holding point will be done with no r/t, baice number one at the A2 or B2 hold full r/t will
be applied as per the instructions below.

6.2 RUNWAY 21 DEPARTURES  For departures on runway 21R (Hard) or runway 21L
(Grass), taxy initially to the holding point B2.l&Ingine checks irrespective of departure runway
should be carried out at this point. Once checkscamplete and you are number one at the B2 hold
report ready with the chosen runway on 122.700 $gwell Information Cessna G-xxxx number

one ready for departure runway 21 Grass”. Any lagdiaffic has priority. Traffic to depart from
runway 21R (Hard) will be given a crossing cleamatthe 21L (Grass) undershoot and told to
report lined on 21R (Hard). Whilst doing this tiaffnay depart from runway 21L (Grass) but no
parallel departures are allowed. A discretionaryatteire clearance will be given by AFIS under
normal Basic Service rules. You must be ready fomanediate take off on receiving this

clearance.

6.3 RUNWAY 03 DEPARTURES.  For departures on runway 03L (Hard) or runway O3R
(Grass), taxy initially to holding point A2. Alingine checks irrespective of departure runway
should be carried out at this point. Once checkscamplete and you are number one at the A2
hold, report ready with the chosen runway on 122 “Sywell Information Cessna G-xxxx
number one ready for departure runway 03 Hard”. lamgling traffic has priority. Traffic to
depart from runway 03L (Hard) will be given a criagsclearance of the 03R (Grass) undershoot
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and told to report lined on O3L (Hard). Whilst dgithis, traffic may depart from runway 0O3R
(Grass), no parallel departures are allowed. Ardigmary departure call will be given by AFIS
under normal Basic Service rules. You must be réadgnimmediate take off on receiving
clearance.

6.4 DEPARTURE TRACKS. After take off climb straight ahead until cleartbé aerodrome
boundary. Beware of other departures before turaimg required track and where possible avoid
flying over local villages. The area of Pitsford FRhe downwind and base leg areas should be
avoided to deconflict with potential inbounds. Téhes no need to report changing frequency.

7. NON STANDARD PROCEDURES

The following are non standard to the Aerodrome dnotherwise procedures written in that
publication apply.

7.1 Joins. There will be no initial joining call by the inbodraircraft. Joining procedures will
be as this document and published as a Notam.

7.2  Landings. Aircraft will call finals but AFIS will not respondith the standard
discretionary call. Landing with the runway occupigith an exemption to ANO Rule 14 (2) is
permitted and are as documented herein. Surfaak etiacks will be broadcast. The AFISU will
monitor the approach and should a situation requge-around AFIS will broadcast a suggestion
to this effect. The Aerodrome will operate unlicethgluring the event (Sat & Sun) and the two
parallel runways will be used as such for landiogly. They are 104m between centrelines.
Departures will be off one runway at a time.

7.3  Taxying. When available, aircraft will taxy under marshadlerstructions from and to
the runway. The AFISU will also where possible nbonaircraft taxying particularly near the
runways. All taxying aircraft should monitor 122070

7.4  Departures. Departures will follow the standard procedure @fuieng a discretionary
departure transmission from the AFISU. Due to tteximity of the parallel runways they must be
treated as one, no parallel departures althouglo@s as wheels are off the ground, the next may
depart to provide expedition.. Whilst more than ameraft may line up at once, only one aircraft
can depart at a time.

7.5 Non Radio. Non radio aircraft are similar to normal with a rdatory phone call prior to
departure for a verbal briefing. Any uncertaintyrafiway in use is to be rectified by flying oveeth
signal square not below 2000 QFE (2500° QNH) kegghem above joining traffic.

7.6  Helicopters. The helicopter arrival and departure routes arggded to be totally non
conflicting with fixed wing patters. An approachdand departure from parking is as simple as it
gets and parking on the eastern boundary negayeseaa to taxy among fixed wing aircraft.
Joining and departing heights also remain undercanyit traffic apart from the finals area, but
helicopter routes remain clear of that area. Sinfipls and departure calls will notify the FISO of
traffic and the need for vigilance.

8. Aerodrome Plan. A general plan is at Appendix E. Despite being deyme being
unavailable to aircraft requiring a licensed aesau, the temporary coned taxiway centreline is 40
mtrs from the runway 21L centreline, greater tHaat tequired in CAP168 and is 20m wide. The
21L and 03R undershoots will be safeguarded by ARi8ntrol. The temporary taxiway will be
marked by cones and monitored by marshallers andEiSU.
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9. Ground Communications. The ChiefMarshal will be equipped with a portable radio,
Callsign will be “Marshal One”

Mobile Phones will also be available as a mearofmunication.

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APPENDIX A — SUGGESTED VFR FIXED WING ARRIVAL ROUTE S

The above are suggested routes to avoid Northampt@and Wellingborough. The Assembly area is aprox thiles WNW of the airfield at
Pitsford Reservoir, a large expanse of water disesdl by a road causeway. Aircraft should orbit RH atPitsford not below 1500’ QFE until safe

to leave in a stream of traffic for the arrival procedures in Appendix A & B. Avoid overflight of villages where safely possible. Keep a good
lookout at all times in what will be an area of inense activity.
